Lent, Spring, Summer -2008

 Our second Lenten Sa-
cred Concert Series was a great 
success as we introduced new 
guest performers to our audiences 
at St. Matthew’s.   Reflecting 
back, the lush sounds of oboe and 
English horn, played by Kathleen 
Turner set the tone of the early 
Lenten season this year.  David 
Stevens presented favorite tenor 
arias with American contempo-
rary sacred vocals and gospel 

tunes to complete the program.  Our two choirs this year 
were The University of Texas Concert Chorale and The 
Combined Choirs of Anderson High School and Brentwood 
Christian School.  Their programs included solos, ensem-
bles, and classical, sacred choral works by Casals, Rutter, 
and Faure.  The series ended with The Austin Symphony 
Quartet, the principal strings of the Austin Symphony Or-
chestra, who very beautifully performed a four-movement 
Beethoven string quartet.  Bravo to all who performed on the 
series and look for the 2009 series next year!  

 Holy Week offered opportunities for dramatic, pas-
sionate and uplifting music.  Our acting choral director, An-
nie Lane Byrom, delicately chose choral works to reflect the 
passion of the gospel and psalms.  As we are blessed with so 
many University of Texas students in our choir, we engaged 
our college musicians to enhance our worship services on 
Sundays and Holy Week.  On Easter Sunday, St. Matthew’s 
was very fortunate to have David Small, voice professor at 
UT, sing “Easter”, a baritone solo with choir and organ, for 
the Easter prelude at the 9 and 11 a.m. services and 
“Antiphon”, both from The Five Mystical Songs, a song cy-
cle with the poetry of George Herbert and music by Ralph 
Vaughan Williams.   The Easter brass quartet were students 
from The UT School of Music as well as our own Charlie 
Eastberg, timpani.  The Choir of St. Matthew’s worked hard 
to prepare each anthem for the Sundays of Lent and all of the 
special music needed for the Holy Week liturgies.

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Establishing Your Personal Legacy: Your Gift for Eternity  by Kate Canby, Vice-Chair, Endowment Committee 

 In 1991, St. Matthew’s established the Permanent Endowment Fund to be administered by the Special Gifts Com-
mittee. The original members of the committee began with only a few thousand dollars in the Permanent Endowment Fund.  
Not much later, the committee began to manage the Carl Barlow Huffman Scholarship Fund and the Outreach Endowment.  
In 2000, the Youth Endowment was created with the combination of two individual youth funds. 

 In 2003, the Permanent Endowment Fund received a gift from an anonymous source to increase the balance to over 
$100,000.  That contribution allowed the Special Gifts Committee, now the Endowment Committee, to make the first distri-
bution from the earnings of the corpus. This year, the Permanent Endowment Fund has more than doubled. 

 One responsibility of the Endowment Committee’s Marketing Subcommittee is to provide personal financial educa-
tion to members of the parish.  As part of the 50th Year Celebration of St. Matthew’s, the Endowment Committee has pre-
pared a two-part educational series on how you can create a legacy to be remembered by. For the first session on Sunday, 
April 13th during the Education hour, the committee has invited Don Cramer, CFP, CFRE to speak to us on how to establish 
such a legacy. 

 Don is the Vice-President and Chief Operations Officer with the Children At Heart Ministries stays very busy help-
ing others establish their legacy for future generations.

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Memories of the Clown Ministry from Linda Fryer and  Terry Groeneveld,  
a former member of St. Matthew's.  She and her husband Len now live in Florida. 

From Linda  

  Terry Groeneveld, aka Holly Hearts the clown and Char Eppright were part of the clown 
ministry at St. Matthew's in the 1990's.  I was Rainbow Rose. As Terry describes, there was a 
transformation that we each felt as we put on our clown costumes and makeup and a freedom to 
bring the joy of Christ's love to people who usually had a solemn life. Terry spoke to the ECW 
once, arriving as Holly Hearts and during her talk, she removed her makeup one layer at a time 
until she was back to being Terry, saying she didn't need the costume any more to be free to ex-
press the joy she felt having Christ in her heart. 

From Terry  

 We had all gone to a nursing home to bring our little skits to entertain the residents.  We had done our bit in a large 
room and the people were sitting in a big circle.  There was one gentleman who kept circling in and out of the room, not sure 
of whether to join this circle of clowns.  He finally joined the circle and as I knelt down to welcome him and give him his 
treat, he looked close into my clown face, Holly Hearts, and said in a stern loud voice "Are you real?" Everyone laughed and 
I gave him a great big clown smile and hug and said, "Yes, I am real!"  He wasn't too sure, but he took the treats and backed 
up his wheel chair and left the room. 

 That question followed me home that night and many months later.  I began to ponder with the Lord the question, 
"Are you real?"  To an elderly man with poor vision who was hard of hearing and maybe not of a clear mind, clowns could 
certainly muddle your mind, but his question was profound to me. Are not all of us searching for the "realness" of life?  Put-
ting on a clown face and setting out to bring love and joy to others gave me a gift that went far beyond myself. It allowed all 
of us to become something outside of our shy selves.  We could become clowns and cavort, laugh, sing and dance with joy to 
celebrate the love of life and the freedom in the love of our God.  Then somehow, transformed, we no longer needed the 
clown makeup but could continue to celebrate the joy of the Lord in our "real" life. The question of being "real" now be-
comes genuine in Christ Jesus.  It took a clown's face to remove the many masks I wore and to make me into a "real" person 
of the Lord.

Summary of February 2008 Vestry Meeting Submitted by Mary-Lynn Polk, Jr. Warden 

 The Vestry met on February 28, 2008. Below is a summary of the action items on the agenda. A complete copy of 
the minutes can be found on-line once they have been approved. Parishioners are always welcome to attend Vestry meet-
ings.  

 Vestry heard presentation on AEDs by Dr. Joseph Bousqet and voted to approve the motion to purchase the first of 
three Automatic External Defibrillators for our campus at a cost of approximately $3000 per device. 

 Vestry voted to approve the motion to assign Vestry of the Month the task of inspecting each AED installation near 
the end of their assigned period to insure that everything is in order and report such at the Vestry meeting. 

 Vestry voted to approve Letter of Support of Curate by the Diocese. 

 Vestry voted to approve motion to enter into a contract to repair the damage to the sanctuary basement in an 
amount up to $7,000 ($2000 plus the insurance deductible of $5000) in excess of the insurance proceeds (in areas damaged 
by flood except B-14 and the Bride’s Room which have already been approved by the Vestry). 

 Vestry voted to approve motion to enter into a contract with the Public Accounting Firm PMB + Helin Donovan for 
the annual audit for Fiscal Year 2007. 

 Vestry voted to approve the motion to allow the youth group to hold four fundraising events.
