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Thoughts about the Season of Lent 

  Lent is a forty-day sojourn into our human nature, wherein we search ourselves and find ourselves mortal: in  
other words, broken, and needy. The church has invited us to walk the pilgrim path of Lent.  Perhaps we, like Jesus, must 
enter the wilderness to discover our true selves. Where do we turn? What do we find in the wilderness of human living? 
What do I find when I take seriously the call to observe a Holy Lent (Book of Common Prayer, page 265)?  In self-
examination and repentance, prayer, fasting and self-denial, by reading and meditating on God’s Holy Word, I find my self 
as I really am. I find my community as it really is.  

  I also find myself unable to accept God’s love, desiring to trivialize love by a search for moralistic answers or cer-
tainties about God that make God a projection of my anxiety.  Lenten reflections offer us a respite from “business as 
usual”.  We can see that all of life is a laboratory, a testing ground where we can learn to love or choose to remain ignorant 
or trapped in our current spats, weak relationships or prejudices. All of us need help. We need to repent. We need to change 
and be changed. We are awakened to an unnerving truth – that Jesus Christ takes all of our lives into account - the good, the 
bad and the ugly. Yet, wonderfully, we are invited to lay it all before God and discover that surprising Love that created the 
universe and establishes its wide, merciful boundaries. 

  Lent is a time for deep thinking and deep silence. Lent is a time for special attention to our souls. Please study this 
edition of The Word. The church is gathering again and again, in order to deepen our understanding and commitment to the 
spiritual life. As your Rector, I know I need encouragement to be still and let God be God. I need encouragement to grow in 
love in order to allow the true Love to fill me and spread through me. I want to offer you that same encouragement as well.

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Sharing Christ's Love in Service to the Diocese by Susan  Barnes 

 St. Matthew's is blessed to be one of the handful of "resource-sized" parishes in Austin.  That means that we have 
the human resources (number of members involved in ministry and number of clergy), and the resources of space to share 
with the wider community--be it the Austin-area institutions or the diocese as a whole.    For example, in early February, 
Caritas hosted the city-wide Poverty Round Table here, using Huffman Hall and the basement rooms.  In mid-February 
our chapter of the Daughters of the King hosted the semi-annual Assembly to which all of the diocesan members of the 
Daughters were invited.    Annually we welcome the commencement service for the Seminary of the Southwest.  There 
are countless other examples throughout the year where we are able to share the blessing of our buildings and grounds 
with others.  This hospitality is one way that we share Christ's love. 

 Your clergy are another of the resources through which you share Christ's love as we represent you in service to 
the wider church.   We are called to use our gifts in a variety of ways.   Kevin Schubert has a particular gift for liturgy and 
he serves on the Diocese of Texas Liturgical Commission.   Merrill brought his experience with the diaconate in Missis-
sippi to his role as one of the founding members of our diocesan Commission on the Diaconate.  Now, drawing on his 
gifts for leadership and his experience with Episcopal schools, he serves on the board of St. Stephen's School. 

 Not surprisingly, God has called me to focus my service in the field of mission, as chair of the World Mission 
Board of the Diocese of Texas.  Bishop Dena Harrison is the bishop in charge.   The twenty plus members of the board--
lay people and clergy from around the diocese--serve on two subcommittees that handle our work.   One oversees a pro-
gram of small grants supporting foreign ministry.    The second is responsible for disbursing the annual diocesan contribu-
tion to the Millennium Development Goals ($93,000+ in 2008, reported in the February issue of the Texas Episcopalian.) 

 As the last major initiative of his tenure, Bishop Wimberly asked World Mission to lead the Diocese of Texas into 
a relationship in the Companion Diocese program of the Anglican Communion.  The purpose of the Companion Diocese 
relationship is "to strengthen the Anglican Communion through the direct experience of interdependence across cultural 
and geographical boundaries within the Body of Christ, and to strengthen one another for mission by building a relation-
ship in which each partner is both giver and receiver."   In consultation with our bishops, we decided to initiate a relation-
ship with the diocese of Southern Malawi.  I will be writing more about this in the coming months--both for our Word and 
for The Texas Episcopalian. 

 With Bishop Harrison and two others I will be traveling to Malawi at the end of February and the beginning of 
March.   This fact-finding trip will lay the groundwork for our Companion Diocese agreement because it will give us di-
rect contact with the leadership of the diocese as well as personal experience of the opportunities for ministry there on the 
ground.   As chair, it is my prayer and goal for this trip that gifted lay person (traveling with us) will take on the leadership 
of this important initiative--the third and final branch of World Mission's work. 

 As we travel, I ask your prayers that we be present to God's guidance, that we see 
and hear what God would have us know to inform our discernment about how best to plan 
this Kingdom partnership.   And I thank Merrill and you that my ministry here includes 
this opportunity to serve, sharing Christ's love on your behalf in the wider world.

The Vestry met on January 27, 2009. Below is a summary of the action items on the agenda. A complete copy of the min-
utes can be found on-line after they have been approved.

The Vestry approved an Amendment to the November 2008 Minutes and approved the December 2008 Minutes and Janu-
ary 2009 Budget Minutes.   

 

The Vestry voted to approve the housing resolutions for The Reverends Wade, Barnes and Schubert.
